Dear Leavenworth County Landowner:

The Leavenworth County Board of Commissioners has recently directed the Public Works Department to proceed
with the Participatory Road Program project for 171* Street and Gilman Road from 166™ Street to Tonganoxie
Drive. Furthermore, the Board has expressed great interest in completing this project as quickly as possible.
Although the possibility exists that some preparation work could occur later this calendar year (2015), it is likely that
most construction activities (and completion of the project) will not take place until the 2016 construction season.
This project, if constructed, will provide geometric, drainage, and surface (from crushed rock to chip-seal) upgrades
for the aforementioned segments of 171 Street and Gilman Road.

The next step in the Participatory Road Program process is for affected landowners to dedicate required
easements to Leavenworth County, for the proper construction of proposed infrastructure improvements. Official
easement documents and corresponding information are enclosed with this memo for your immediate review. If
you are agreeable to the donation the easements specified on your private property, and if you are agreeable to the
terms and conditions of the Participatory Road Program, please apply your notarized signature to the enclosed
easement documents, and return them to me prior to 5:00pm on Friday June 26, 2015. Signed-notarized
easement documents must be received from all affected landowners as quickly as possible so utility infrastructure
relocation activities can be completed in a timely manner. Please do not hesitate to contact me if you have any
questions, or if you would like to schedule a one-on-one meeting with me to discuss how this project affects your
private property.

Please note that none of the official signed-notarized easement documents received by this office will be recorded
with the Leavenworth County Register of Deeds unless / until reception from 100% of the affected landowners is
accomplished. In the event that the Public Works Department does not receive 100% of the required easement
documents by the defined deadline, all signed-notarized easement documents received by this office will be
returned, unrecorded, to the respective landowners, and the project will be placed on hold indefinitely.

In order for this project to move forward, official signed-notarized easement documents must be returned
to this office prior to 5:00pm on Friday June 26, 2015, from 100% of the affected landowners. If you have
any questions or would like to schedule a one-on-one meeting prior to Friday June 26, 2015, please feel free to
contact me from Monday — Frid tween 8:00am — 5:00pm at 913-684-0470.
