undisturbed native sod or other desirable vegetation shallbe fertilized (limed when required), seeded, and mulched.
Soil preparation shdallconform to the Standard Specifications.

Temporary seeding shallbe done during any time of the year that the soilcan be cultivated. After the temporary

seeding has been completed on the entire project, a permanent seeding shdallbe done by another project during
the normalseeding season.

The Contractor willbe required to finish areas of excavation, borrow and embankment in accordance with the
specifications. Areas that require Installation or construction of temporary water pollution controlitems willbe

finished In reasonable close conformity to the alignment, grade and cross section shown on the plans or as es-
tablished by the Engineer.
